Two Courses in One:

You should be registered for both Math 231 and Math 199. While these two courses are rolled
into one, they have different aims and will be graded differently. For the most part Math 231 is
concerned with your mathematical understanding of Calculus. For the most part Math 199 is
concerned with your attendance, preparation and participation. The grade formulations are
explained below.

There will be eleven “weekly” quizzes throughout the semester. Your lowest quiz score will be
dropped.

In order to make up an exam you will need a
note from McKinley Health Center or the Emergency Dean. The 3 mid-term exams are
tentatively scheduled for February 8, March 5 and April 9. The Final Exam will be 1:30-4:30pm
on Wednesday May 7, it will be worth 30% of your grade.

Math 199 Math 199 will be graded based on 3 things.
